Crafts is pleased to announce the return of the Pangnirtung printmakers with the 2002

Pangnirtung Community Print Collection, which officially opens at fine art galleries across

In March of this year, Judith 'Leidl, renowned artist, master printmaker and teacher

from Wolfville, Nova Scotia, once again traveled to Pangnirtung to work with the

Pangnirtung printmakers as arts advisor.

The 2002 collection offers a total of thirty-one prints in all, representing the work of

ten printmakers based on the original images of thirteen Pangnirtung artists. The various

techniques employed by the printmakers demonstrate the full range of their abilities,

including twenty-six stencils (pouchoir), five relief prints, and one etching (intaglio). Edition

sizes range from 35 to 50, with 35 being the standard. Approximately twenty-five venues

across Canada and the United States will exhibit the 2002 prints, including galleries in Ann

Arbor, MI, Churchill, MB, Edmonton, AB, Vancouver, BC, Hamilton, ON, Inuvik, NU,
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Iqaluit, NU,)ordan,ON, Kuujjuak, PQ, Lunenburg, NS, Montreal, PQ, Oakvi1le,ON,

Ottawa, ON, Rankin Inlet, NU, Rockport, MA, San Francisco, CA, Seatde, WA, Stratford,
